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Connecticut Data Privacy Act (CTDPA)

Effective date: 
July 1, 2023

Consumer rights: Access; correction; 
deletion; opt out of profiling, sale, & 
targeted ads; portability; right to confirm 
whether a controller is processing their 
personal data

Enforcement:
 Up to $5,000 fine per violation 

 No private right of action 

 Right to cure within 60 days (sunsets in 
2025)

Controller obligations:
 Impact assessments; data minimization; 

purpose limitation; reasonable data 
security measures; non-discrimination; 
privacy notice

Scope:
 Applies to organizations that:

1. Control or process personal data of 
100,000 or more consumers; or 

2. Control or process personal data of 
at least 25,000 consumers and
derive over 25% of gross revenue 
from sale of personal data 
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
