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New Jersey Data Privacy Act (NJDPA)

January 15, 2025

Consumer rights: Access; correction; deletion; 
portability; opt out of profiling; opt in to processing of 
sensitive data; opt out of automated decision making; 
opt out of sales 

Enforcement:

 No Private Right of Action

 Right to cure within 30 days (sunsets after 18 
months)

Controller obligations:

 Impact assessments; data minimization; purpose 
limitation; reasonable data security measures; 
non-discrimination; privacy notice

Scope:

 Applies to organizations that conduct 
business in New Jersey or produce products 
or services that are targeted to New Jersey 
residents, and that either: 

1. Control or process the personal data of at 
least 100,000 consumers, excluding 
personal data processed solely for the 
purpose of completing a payment 
transaction; or

2. Control or process the personal data of at 
least 25,000 consumers and derive 
revenue, or receive a discount on the 
price of any goods or services, from the 
sale of personal data
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
