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Texas Data Privacy and Security Act (TDPSA)

Effective date: 
July 1, 2024

Consumer rights: Deletion; portability; opt out of 
profiling; opt in to processing of sensitive data; 
opt out of automated decision making; opt out of 
sales

Enforcement:

 No private right of action

 Right to cure within 30 days 

 Up to $7,500 fine per violation

Controller obligations:

 Impact assessments; data minimization; 
purpose limitation; reasonable data security 
measures; non-discrimination; privacy notice

Scope:

 Applies to organizations that: 

1. Conduct business in Texas or produce a 
product or service consumed by Texas 
residents;

2. Process or engage in the sale of personal 
data; and

3. Are not a small business as defined by 
the United States Small Business 
Administration (except to the extent that 
Section 541.107 applies to a person 
described by this subdivision)
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
